TOURNAMENT RULES AND INFORMATION

3on3 and 1on1 Provincial Championships

A.  ELIGIBILTY
1.
Player Eligibility
Grade 9 (Juvenile) players only as defined by BC High School Sports, from any team that is NOT entered in BC Grade 9 Boys Championships.

a. Any Grade 9 Player is eligible that played in a Grade 9 league.

b. Any Grade 8 players that played on a Grade 9 Team are eligible.

B. GAME RULES and INFO

2.
Uniforms

Teams must bring 2 uniforms, a light and a dark set.


If undershirts are worn, they must be the same colour as the top.

3. Round Robin Pool play and Crossovers on Wednesday March 10 3:00 pm to 8:00 pm but possibly later.  Be warmed up and prepared to play by 3:15 am.  Eliminations to the Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest occur on Wednesday.  Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest plays on Saturday afternoon.  Please be at Pinetree by 1:30 to be ready to play by 2:00.  There will be a meeting of all contestants for pool allocation at 2:00 with games starting at 3:15. 
4. Timing
Warm-up - 5 minutes

Games are to 11 points or 10 minutes, whichever is first.

Overtime (only during Final Four games) - 3 minutes.

Officials
Referees are all BCBOA officials and minor officials are from the Pinetree leadership programs and basketball teams.  Game Directors are senior members of the BC Basketball Community.

6.
3on3 – A Speed and Possession Game
School uniforms must be worn.

4 man teams with 1 substitution allowed per game.

Jump ball at the foul line for initial possession.

The ball must go outside the 3 arc, then the offence can go for the basket.

If the offence scores, possession is retained, do not wait, quickly start out of bounds, inbound the ball, take it outside the 3 arc, then the offence can go for the basket.

Don’t wait for the defense, you don’t in a full court game, don’t wait here.

If the offence misses and the defenders get the rebound, the defenders must get the ball outside of the 3 arc and then they can go for the basket.

There is no waiting for the defender to get set nor does the other team touch the ball between baskets.  Out hustle your opponents.

Keep scoring or getting your rebounds and the other team may never get a shot before you score your 11 points (or 10 minute per game time limit).

If fouled in the act of shooting or on the 4th Team foul, you get 1 point and 1 foul shot, the ball is live on the shot.

Eliminations to the Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest occur on Wednesday.  Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest plays on Saturday afternoon.

7. 1 on 1 – A Possession Timed Game
School uniforms must be worn.

“Rock, paper, scissors” at the foul line for initial possession.
Keep scoring or getting your rebounds and the other team may never get a shot before you score your 11 points (or 8 minute per game time limit).

If fouled in the act of shooting or on the 4th Team foul, you get 1 point and 1 foul shot, the ball is live on the shot.

Eliminations to the Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest occur on Wednesday.  Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest plays on Saturday afternoon.
