TOURNAMENT RULES AND INFORMATION

A.  ELIGIBILTY

1. Provincial Championship Status

BC High School Sports organizes provincial championships only at the senior level of play.  All other Provincial Championships in any high school sport are Invitational Provincial Championships.  To receive an invitation to the BC Grade 9 Boys Championships, you must have won or placed in your Zone/Regional Championships as determined by your local basketball governing body.

2. Zone and Berth Allocations
Each Zone in BC playing Grade 9 basketball receives a minimum of one berth.  Additional berths are based on a ratio of 1 berth per 9 teams playing in that Zone.  An additional Berth may be considered at 14 or more teams.  Berthing is determined prior to the beginning of the season and adjusted prior to the start of all Zones playoffs.  Half berths may be assigned based on Zone strength or Zone size for play for a Wildcard Berth.

3. Team Eligibility and Invitations
Your team must have won or placed in your Zone/Regional Championships as determined by your local basketball governing body.  If one berth is allocated to your Zone and the #1 team does not accept the invitation and the #2 team does not accept the invitation then #3 may be invited, but only if their team record justifies this.  If not, the Zone berth is reallocated.  In no case do the Tournament Directors invite a team finishing less than 3rd from the designated Zone.  In the event of a Zone playoff scheduling conflict, the Director will resolve the berth allocation with the Zone Representatives and the Teams involved.

4.
Player Eligibility and Registration
Grade 9 (Juvenile) players only as defined by BC High School Sports, subject to the number of Grade 9 teams in their region.

a. Any player on the score sheet of more than 4 Junior/Senior game days, Playoff, League or Exhibition, is ineligible.

- Exceptions may be considered in Zones where there are a limited number of same age teams.

b. Grade 8 players can move up for playoffs.  Follow the BCHSS prescribed format.

B. GAME RULES and INFO

5.
Uniforms

Teams must bring 2 uniforms, a light and a dark set.


If undershirts are worn, they must be the same colour as the top.



- The team first or on the top of the draw is always home.

- Look for the appropriate Dressing Room and Team Bench.  They are marked.

Defenses

All defenses are allowed.

7.
Timing
Warm-up - 15 minutes with a minimum of 10 minutes.

Half time - 10 minutes of warm up time.


Overtime - 5 minutes per period.

Officials
Referees are all BCBOA officials and minor officials are from the Pinetree leadership programs and basketball teams.  Game Directors are senior members of the BC Basketball Community.

Bench Provisions

Bagged ice is located at the Game Director’s table for trainer and coach use.


Iced drinking water is provided at the end of each bench.

 All-Star and Player of the Game Selection
Tournament Committee, Coaches and Game Directors vote for All-Star and Player of the Game selections at the end of each game.  Please ensure the Head Coach completes his portion of the Game Director Report before leaving at the end of each game.


Guidelines for All-Star and Honourable Mention Selection (not in any particular order)

a. Recognition is based on the individual’s play during the Championships only

b. POG – Player of the Game votes by the Coaches and Game Director

c. Attitude and Sportsmanship

d. Offensive and Defensive skills and stats

- Lower stats that are the result of less minutes played in a lopsided game are noted and not held against a player.

- Higher stats gained by playing on the Consolation side of the draw (possibly weaker opposition) are noted.  The player is given credit for his results, but consideration is granted a player who has played a tougher schedule.

e. Intangibles – these don’t necessarily show up on the stat sheet, they include; effort, hustle, team help defense, unselfish play, and making his teammates better.

Tiebreaker Consideration: If all other factors are relatively equal or close, then the player with the toughest schedule gets the nod for higher All-Star selection.  That is usually the player from the team who has placed higher in the tournament results but not always.  This gives everyone a fair chance to be picked as an All-Star, yet in the case of closely rated players, the strength of the schedule becomes the tiebreaker.

12.
 Sportsmanship Award
The Game Director and both Referees assign a number for sportsmanship and conduct 

(0 to 5) at the end of each game, for a total out of 15.  The highest cumulative number after 4 games wins the award.  60 is the highest possible score.

13. GPA Award
Each team shall provide a cumulative GPA number for each player.  Players are not to be individually named on the Form.  The highest average receives the award.  Please send your Players GPA form (completed and emailed by a school administrator) within 48 hours of your team being accepted but no later than by 12:00 noon, Monday March 7, to rts77@telus.net
D.  EVENTS

14. For Players of the 16 Teams in The Provincials: Dunk, 3 Point, 2Ball

Full Uniforms must be worn by all participants on the floor.

Three point – 2 teams of 4 contestants per school, 1 shooter and 3 rebounders.



3 shots from 5 locations (baseline, 45 angle, top, 45 angle, and baseline) with the shooter’s 3 teammates rebounding.  Shooters and rebounders must wear game uniforms and the shooter must be wearing a top the opposite colour of his rebounders.  Perfect score is 20 points.

1 pt for 1st & 2nd shots and 2 pts for 3rd shot from each location.

Dunk – Judged on scoring, height and creativity.


2 contestants per school.  9.3’ to 9.6’ hoops with a Size 6 ball.


1 warm-up and 2 counters in the Elimination Round.  You must score to count.

2Ball – One minute speed shooting event.


2 teams of 2 contestants per school.

All the points you and you partner, alternating shots, can score.

The harder the shot, the higher the points.

1 point in the paint, 2 points outside and 3 points outside the 3 arc.

15. For Players of Teams NOT in The Team Provincials:
3 on 3 and 1 on 1 Contests
Full Uniforms must be worn by all participants on the floor.

3 on 3 – A Speed and Possession Game.

School uniforms must be worn.

4 man teams with 1 substitution allowed per game.

Jump ball at the foul line for initial possession.

If the offence scores, possession is retained, do not wait, quickly start out of bounds, inbound the ball, take it outside the 3 arc, then the offence can go for the basket.


Don’t wait for the defense, you don’t in a full court game, don’t wait here.

If the offence misses and the defenders get the rebound, the defenders must get the ball outside of the 3 arc and then they can go for the basket.

There is no waiting for the defender to get set nor does the other team touch the ball between baskets.  Out hustle your opponents.

Keep scoring or getting your rebounds and the other team may never get a shot before you score your 11 points (or 10 minute per game time limit).

If fouled in the act of shooting or on the 4th Team foul, you get 1 point and 1 foul shot, the ball is live on the shot.

Eliminations to the Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest occur on Wednesday. Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest plays on Saturday afternoon.

1 on 1 – A Possession Timed Game.

School uniforms must be worn.

“Rock, paper, scissors” at the foul line for initial possession.
Keep scoring or getting your rebounds and the other team may never get a shot before you score your 11 points (or 8 minute per game time limit).

If fouled in the act of shooting or on the 4th Team foul, you get 1 point and 1 foul shot, the ball is live on the shot.

Eliminations to the Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest occur on Wednesday. Final Four, 1st and 2nd contest and 3rd and 4th contest plays on Saturday afternoon.

 Entry fee
The entry fee of $400 helps offset the costs of the facility, game and minor officials, trophies, special event and other expenses.  Please make cheques payable to Pinetree Secondary School.  They are due prior to your opening game.  Please deliver to Ian Wong from Pinetree.
17. Admissions and Ticket Charge
In order to put on these Championships we must also charge at the gate.  Only Coaches, Managers and Players do not pay.  In certain circumstances a refund may be in order.  Please pay the door charge and find Ian Wong or Rob Slavik to request a refund.  Admission is $5 each day for Adults and $3 for Students and Seniors Thursday and Friday, and $7 for Adults and $5 for Students and Seniors for Saturday.  There is a pass for the 3 days for $12 for Adults and $8 for Students and Seniors.

18. Financials
Team entry fees, admission cost, T-shirt sales, advertising and donations (if we have time or volunteers) pay for these Championships.  The financial records from the last 14 years are available for viewing at the Championships by an Athletic Director requesting this from the Director.  All (100%) proceeds of these Championships go to the Host school.
